MIME 
Theme: Save the Slaves 
The time duration is 4-5 minutes  
Maximum of 6 members will be allowed 
Judgement will be based on idea, expression, creativity of presentation, use 
of make-up, music and general impression on theme 
POETRY WRITING 
Theme will be given on the spot  
Medium of language will be in Tamil/English 
Three participants from each college will be allowed 
ELOCUTION 
Theme will be given on the spot  
Medium of expression will be in Tamil/English 
Each speaker will be allowed to speak for a maximum of five minutes 
STREET PLAY 
Theme: Voice and Vote of Slaves 
The time duration is 8-10 minutes 
Maximum of 8 – 10 members in a team 
Judgement will be based on group effort, voice & concept clarity, way of use 
of territory and general impression 
VARIETY 
The time duration is 6-8 minutes 
Maximum of 4-6 members in a team 
Recorded Audio Cassettes/Key boards (manual or recorded) may be utilized 
Judgement will be based on formation, expression and overall effort. 
ESSAY WRITING  
Topic: Causes and remedial measures of slavery system 
The Essay must be original  
The declaration note should be attached with essay  
Medium of language will be in Tamil/English 
The essay should not exceed more than 8-10 pages of single side. 
The written essay should reach the organizer on or before 7th December, 10

approved by Principal / Dean of the college.
