PROFILE OF THE SOCIETY

The Society of Jamal Mohamed College is established in a sprawling land area of 87 acres (60 acres in
the present location and 27 acres in Veerampatti Village near Bharathidasan University) as a religious minority
institution with the primary objective of providing higher education to the down-trodden and socially backward
sections of the society in general and Muslim minority in particular. Janab. M.Jamal Mohamed Sahib and Janab.
N.M.Khajamian Rowther of revered memory were the founding fathers.

In addition to Jamal Mohamed College (Autonomous), the Society has established and is administering
the following institutions.

i) Jamal Mohamed College Typewriting Institute (2007) approved by the Department of Technical
Education, Govt. of Tamil Nadu.

ii) Jamal Mohamed College of Teacher Education (2007) offering B.Ed. Course approved by NCTE,
Bangalore and affiliated to Bharathidasan University, Tiruchirappalli.

iii) Jamal Mohamed Industrial Training Institute of Hotel Management (2008) to be approved by Department
of Employment and Training Govt. of Tamil Nadu.

iv) Jamal Mohamed College Ayesha Matriculation Girls Higher Secondary School (2008) to be approved
by Director, School Education, Govt.of Tamil Nadu.

PROFILE OF THE COLLEGE

Ø Jamal Mohamed College was founded in 1951, as an affiliated college to the University of Madras and then
affiliated to Bharathidasan University, Tiruchirappalli, when it was formed in 1982.

Ø The College was inaugurated on 11th July 1951 by Hon.Thiru.P.S.Kumarasamy Raja, the then Chief Minister
of Madras with His Excellency, the Maharaja of Bhavanagar, the then Governor of Madras presiding over
the function.

Ø When the College was founded in 1951, the Founding Management Committee of the college consisted of
Janab N.M.Khajamian Rowther as the founder President (1951-1954), M.J.Jamal Mohideen Sahib as the
founder Secretary (1951-1966) and Janab N.M.K.Abdul Samad Sahib (1951-1964) as the founder Treasurer.

Ø Over the period of 5 decades, the college was able to scale greater and greater heights and rise to the
present status as a multi faculty institution with 11 UG courses, 11 PG courses and 2 M.Phil. programmes
under Government Aided stream and 5 U.G. courses, 8 P.G. courses, 11 M.Phil. and 11 Ph.D. programmes
under self financing stream for men by promoting quality and excellence in higher education due to the
sustained efforts and dedicated leadership given by the College Management Committee. The college offers
10 U.G. and 11 P.G. courses exclusively for women as part of women empowerment during the second shift
of the College.

Ø Haji.M.J.Jamaludeen Sahib, who succeeded Janab M.J.Jamal  Mohideen Sahib as Secretary and
Correspondent from 1966, functioned till 1973. Haji Janab N.M.K.Abdul Khader Sahib, served as Treasurer
from 1964 till 1973. On the sad demise of Haji.M.J.Jamaludeen Sahib, Haji Janab N.M.K.Abdul Khader
Sahib took over as Secretary and Correspondent in the year 1973 and served till 1988. Haji M.J.M.Abdul
Gafoor Saheb took over as Treasurer in the year 1973.
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Ø Haji.M.B.Abdullah Sahib, who served as the President from 1975 to 1989, also served as Secretary for one
year from 1988 to 1989. Janab.Haji.K.A.Khaleel Ahamed Sahib became the Treasurer in 1989 and he
continues to serve as Treasurer till date.

Ø Janab.N.M.K.Abdul Kaliq Sahib was the President from 1989 till 1995. Janab M.J.Noordeen Sahib
succeeded as the President in 1996 and continues as President till date.

Ø Janab.Haji.M.J.M.Abdul Gafoor Sahib, served as Treasurer from 1973 to 1989. He was elected as Secretary
and Correspondent in 1989 and continues to serve till date. He has the distinction of serving even during the
time of Silver Jubilee of the College as well as the Golden Jublee of the college.

Ø Janab.A.K.Khaja Nazimudeen Sahib, who has been serving as the member of the Management Committee
from 1995 was elected to the post of Assistant Secretary in the year 2003.

Ø The college has grown from strength to strength under the able leadership of greatmen who adorned the seat
of Principalship from 1951 to 2003. Late.Alhaj Janab.M.J.Mohamed Sayeed M.A., LT., was the first Principal
from 1951 to 1970. Prof.E.W.P.Thomas M.A., was the Principal from 1970 to 1971. Late Haji. Prof.
E.P.Mohamed Ismail became the Principal in 1971 and held the office upto 1985.

Ø Dr.C.Nainar Mohamed M.A., Ph.D., was the Principal from 1985 to 1989. Prof.Haji.N.Abdul Samadh
M.A., M.Phil., became the next Principal and held the office from 1989 to 1998. Dr.K.Abdullah Basha
M.A., M.Phil., Ph.D., was the Principal  from 1998 to 2003.

Ø Dr.M.Sheik Mohamed M.Com., M.Phil, Ph.D., FICWA., PGDCA., PGDFM., Dip. MA., took over as the
Principal on 1st June 2003.

COURSES PROFILE

Ø In the year 1951, the College had Intermediate Courses, B.A.Economics, B.A.(Islamic History) and B.Com
courses with an initial student strength of 250 and staff strength of 12. Later several undergraduate courses
like B.A.English literature,  B.Sc.Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry and Zoology were added.
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Ø During the year 1957 the college bagged all prizes in several intercollegiate competitions organized by the
University of Madras as part of its centenary celebration. At that time the college got the single honour of
being bracketed with the thirty best colleges in India when Danforth  Foundation of USA selected the
college for the award of study fellowships in U.S.A. to three of the faculty members Prof. V.Hari Rao,
Prof.Devanathan and  Prof.Mohamed Essa.

Ø In 1963 the college was elevated to the status of a Post-graduate College with affiliation granted for
M.A.Economics and M.Sc.Mathematics. Other PG courses like Physics, English literature, Zoology, and
Commerce were added subsequently.

Ø In the year 1972, the college was upgraded as a Centre for advance research work leading to the Doctorate
degree in the PG department of Zoology. The PG department of Physics was recognized as a Centre for
Ionospheric Research programme to be conducted in collaboration with the Physical Research Laboratories,
Ahmedabad. In subsequent years, research programmes leading to M.Phil and Ph.D were added in the
Departments of Mathematics, Chemistry, English, Commerce, Economics, Tamil, Botany, and Physics.

Ø During the year 1972, the college was recognized by the  UGC New Delhi, for grant purposes under section
2(F) and 12(B) of the University Grants Commission Act 1956.

Ø In 1977-78, on the recommendation of the University of Madras, the UGC recognized the college as one of
the ten �Lead Colleges� in the university area. As a lead college, select courses and programmes were
started in collaboration with leading business houses and employment agencies, with a view to providing
qualitative development and academic lead to the colleges in the region.

Ø In 1986, B.Sc. Computer Science course was started marking the beginning of Computer Era in the college.
In subsequent years, courses like MCA, M.Sc. Computer Science, M.Sc. (IT), M.Sc. Microbiology were
added to the already existing courses.

Ø In 1996, the college was selected by the UGC to offer vocational course entitled �Office Management and
Secretarial Practice� at the UG level upto the year 2002.

Ø In tune with the changes taking place in all walks of life, in 1999 the Management of the college started
exclusive women sections both  at the UG and PG level in the subjects like Computer Science, Information
Technology, Commerce, Business administration, Mathematics, English and Arabic literature leading to women
empowerment.

Ø The AICTE-approved MBA course was started in the year 2000 with a view to providing adequate managerial
talents both in the public and private sector organisations.

Ø During 2003-04, separate section for women in MBA was started. Separate College Day, Sports Day &
Convocation were held from 2003-04 onwards. Separate NSS and NCC Wings were started for women.

Ø During the year 2004-05 the AICTE accorded extension of approval to the existing MCA Self Finance
courses conducted from 1992 onwards. The existing MCA and M.Sc. Computer Science evening programmes
were converted as regular Day College programmes. In addition to it, for men, M.Sc. Bio-Technology and
B.Com Additional Section, B.Litt. were introduced in the regular day college, as self finance courses. M.Phil.
in Chemistry, Computer Science and Arabic were also started.

Ø UGC, Government of Tamil Nadu and Bharathidasan University conferred Autonomous Status for a period
of 6 years from 2004-2005 for all courses including AICTE approved M.C.A. & M.B.A. The Choice
Based Credit System was introduced for all the courses from 2004-2005.

Ø During 2005-2006 the college has started B.Sc. Chemistry, B.Sc. Physics, M.Sc. Mathematics for women
and M.A. History and B.B.A. for men under self-financing scheme.
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Ø During 2005-2006 UGC approved Six Career Oriented Programmes (COP) leading to certificate, diploma
and Advance Diploma courses in Journalism, Tourism and Travel Management, Functional Urdu, Computer
Application and Multilingual with Printing Technology, Domestic Chemistry and Quality Assurance, Medical
Lab. Technology and Computer Hardware and Network Administration.

Ø During 2006-2007 Master of Social Work, M.Sc. (Bio-Informatics), M.Phil. in Management Studies were
started. AICTE accorded extension of approval to the existing MCA regular course (Govt. Aided) conducted
from 1988-89 onwards, thus making the total approved intake to 120 students.  The evening college M.Sc.
Chemistry was converted into Day College Programme under self financing stream.

Ø During 2007-2008 additional sections were introduced in B.Sc (CS)., BCA. and BBA for men.

Ø During 2007-2008 new restructured syllabus for UG with 144 credit and PG with 80 credit were approved
by Academic Council.

Ø During June 2008, the Academic Council approved the common CBCS syllabus for all the courses, as
prepared and approved by the respective Board of Studies for each subject for implementation for a period
of 3 years from 2008-2009 onwards with 140 credit for UG and 90 credit for PG.

Ø Computerized Calligraphy Training Centre approved by National Council for promotion of Urdu Language
(Ministry of HRD, New Delhi) is offering Diploma in Computer Applications and Multilingual DTP.

Ø The Dept of Commerce is accredited by CA Institute and ICWA Institute for offering coaching in foundation
courses in CA, ICWA and Tally Accounting Packages.

Ø Department of Economics is offering Typewriting and Shorthand courses to the students. The centre has 22
typewriters. The centre is approved by the Department of Technical Education as Jamal Mohamed College
Typewriting Institute.

Ø The Guidance and Counseling Centre is offering remedial education and competitive coaching classes to
educationally backward and minority community students and SC/ ST students.

Ø  The College, over the past fifty seven years, has grown into a multi-faculty institution offering diverse Under-
Graduate and Post-Graduate courses of study, especially in frontier areas like computer Science, Information
Technology, bio-Technology, Microbiology and Business Management.

Ø The Doors of the college are open to all without distinction of caste, creed or colour. The college is sincerely
engaged in spreading the light of knowledge and edifying young men and women who will be the pride of this
great country.

Ø Many of our past students now occupy covetable positions in India and abroad in the field of Business,
Administrative Services, Judiciary, Police Department, Information Technology  Research etc. vouchsafe to
the quality of education to which they were exposed in this campus.

Ø During  2008-2009  B.Sc., Hotel Management and Catering Science and B.Sc., (IT) are offered for Men.
B.Litt. Tamil, B.Sc., Nutrition and Dietetics and B.Sc., Fashion Technology & Costume Design are started
for women. Additional Sections in MSW, B.Sc., (CS), BCA., B.Com., M.Sc., Biotechnology, M.Sc. Chemistry
and M.Sc., Microbiology are started for women. Additional sections in B.Com., BBA., and BA., English
Litt. are started for men.

Ø During the year 2008-2009 the student strength is 7308 including 2008 women students, besides 292 teaching
and 159 non-teaching staff.

Facilities

Ø The college that began in just a single building JAMAL MOHIDEEN Building, the beautiful Main Block with
only a ground floor to house the class rooms, laboratories and library, has now witnessed phenomenal
growth and expansion. Founder Treasurer N.M.K. Abdul Samad Memorial Block, Founder Secretary
M.J. Jamal Mohideen Memorial  Block.  Haji N.M.K. Abdul Khader Memorial Block, Hautin Block,
Thanjavur MM Ismail Memorial  Block, Minna Noordin Block, Mohideen Sha Block, Hussainudeen Hall,
Shanawas Hall, Tansri Ubaidullah Hall, AvM Mohamed Ibrahim Block housing the Computer Science Centre,
Marhabha Tajunnisa Block, Prof. EPM. Ismail Block, were added to adorn the landscape of Jamal Mohamed
College.

Ø A spacious Library, Auditorium and the Mosque offer great facilities for the spiritual and intellectual development
of the students. A branch of the Indian Overseas Bank, a Post Office, a Canteen and a Telecom Centre
cater to the needs of the students, staff and others.

Ø During 2003-2004, the concrete roof structure was constructed in the first floor of the Jamal Mohideen
Building for Biotechnology Department. Library, Office and Prayer Hall for women were also constructed.

Ø Bachelor Staff Quarters, Modern Toilets and marble flooring in Mosque were provided.

Ø Separate road was laid near auditorium for the movement of Hostel students. Staff Car Parking Shed was
constructed. Office automation with separate cabin for each section was done.

Ø During 2004-2005, separate Halls for Alumni Association, Curriculum development Cell, Internal Quality
Assurance Cell and Controller of Examination Office were completed. The II floor of Economics and Computer
Science Departments were completed. A Second Auditorium with class rooms in the first floor was completed.
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Internet connection is given to all Departments. Access is open to staff and students. A computer Multi-
service Centre is set up in the Mathematics Department. Chemistry and Botany Research Labs are also
completed.

Ø During 2005-06, the Jeddah Alumni MBA Block with three floors was completed. It has a well established
library, state-of-the-art Computer Centre, Seminar Hall and Conference Halls. Students Service Centre was
constructed with the MP Local Area Development Scheme of Thiru L.Ganesan, MP., an illustrious former
student of the College. Separate Laboratories were established under the DST-sponsored FIST programs in
the Departments of Physics, Botany and Zoology. The Second floor in the Hautin Block was added in
memory of Kilakarai IR8 Syed Mohamed. Alumni Guest house was constructed in the campus. Janab M.Abdul
Majeed Rowther Memorial Endowment Building (Shopping Complex) Sponsored by Janab Er.Abuthahir
and Janab Dr.S. Rafee, was completed in 2005.

Ø During 2006-07, construction of Canteen for women, new Computer Block, new Block for B.Ed, programme,
Second floor in the new Auditorium, Canteen New Building and Cycle stand for women were completed.

Ø During 2007-08 Kilakarai Alhaj M.A., M.A., Abdul Karim Endowment Building for Anna University Office,
sponsored by Janab A. Noorul Haque, ETA-Ascon, Dubai is completed. Two major Toilet Blocks, first and
second floor in L.Ganesan, MP, Block and G.K.Vasan, MP, Block(Arabic Mahal), SRM group endowment
Block, and second floor in Marhaba Tajunnissa block are completed. The Jeddah JMC Well wishers
Endowment Block sponsored by Mr. Abdul Malick, Mr. Rafeek Ahamed and Mr. Ismail, Jeddah is completed.
Separate Block is built for the Fashion Technology Laboratory and Nutrition & Dietetics Laboratory near
the Women Office building.

Ø During 2008-09, Chithar Kottai Annai M.S. Fathimuthu Zuhara Memorial Block by Haji S. Thasthakeer
Sahib and a new Building by Mr. M. Ziauddin, Chartered Accountant, Dubai are in progress. The laying of
High tension power line is nearing completion. New Building sponsored by Thiru. Trichy Siva M.P., Thiru. L.
Ganesan M.P. and Thiru. Ganedesikan M.P. are in progress. The new Samad Auditorium is nearing completion.
The process of Renovation and Air-conditioning of Abdul Gafoor Auditorium at a cost of Rs.25,00,000
sponsored by Thiru. T.R. Pachamuthu, Chancellor, SRM University, Chennai is in progress. 8 MBPS leased
line  internet connectivity is installed in the campus. The Fibre opticals are laid for connecting  all the Departments
Library, Controller of Examination and all other buildings at a cost of Rs.15,00,000/-

Ø There are 6 generators with 62.5 kv and one with 20 kv set up in the campus.

Korea, Italy, USA, Canada, Israel, France, Spain, Dubai, Australia, Germany, Mauritius etc, for presenting
papers and delivering lectures in their areas of specialization.

Ø From 2003 - 2004 onwards The Jamal Academic Research Journal: an Interdisciplinary, the bi-annual Research
Journal was published as a referred Journal.

Ø Monetary incentives are given to Professors for publication of research articles in reputed Journals and
guiding Scholars in M.Phil & Ph.D programme.

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Ø Language Laboratory is functioning.

Ø Every year 10 students are admitted with full scholarship for college fees, and for  boarding and lodging
fees for undergoing B.A. (Arabic), M.A. (Arabic) and Ulama course together for 5 years continuously.

Hostels

Ø The Khajamian Hostel, one of the biggest hostels in Tamil Nadu, houses about 2000 inmates providing all
facilities. Besides there are separate hostels for sportsmen, PG and research scholars and M.B.A students.
The Night soil Bio gas Plant and Steam Plants are setup as a measure of renewable enery projects in the
hostel.

Ø During 2003 �2005, compound walls for the Khajamian Hostel, M.B.A. Hostel with 2 stories, Hospital
with 5 beds, STD / ISD Booth without service charges, separate prayer hall, automation of the office,
Internet Browsing Centre and Bio gas plant were completed.

Ø During 2004 � 2005 in the PG New Hostel, 3 rd floor of the Dubai Block,. Separate Administrative
Block, prayer Hall, Internet Center and STD Booth were completed.

Ø During 2005-2006, Hajiani Julekha Haji Abdul Kareem Memorial Sports Hostel and II Floor in the
Mosque Hostel Kilakarai M.K.S. Mohamed Fathima Memorial Hall were completed.

Ø During 2006-2007, PG Hostel Auditorium, II & III Floor in Hajiani Julekha Women Hostel and Khajamian
Hostel compound wall between Samad Higher Secondary School and Arabic College were completed.

Ø During 2007-2008 NCC Obstacle Course was constructed in Khajamian Hostel.

Ø During 2008- 2009, the Women Hostel is shifted to Eastern Block of P.G New Hostel after constructing
a separate guest room and separate compound wall in between Khajamian Higher Secondary School
and the P.G. New Hostel.

3. Duration :

UG program: 3 years; PG program: 2 years; MCA-3 years; M.Phil: FT-1 year; PT-2 years. Each academic
year shall comprise of two semester viz. Odd and Even semesters. Odd semesters shall be from June / July to
October / November and Even Semesters shall be from November / December to April / May. There shall be
not less than 90 working days which shall comprise 450 teaching clock hours for each semester (Exclusive of the
days for the conduct of End-Semester Examinations).

An academic year is divided into two semesters. In each semester, courses are offered in 15 teaching
weeks and the remaining 5 weeks are to be utilized for the conduct of examinations and evaluation purposes.
Each week has 30 working hours spread over 6 days a week.

4. The CBCS System

All Programmes mentioned earlier shall be conducted on Choice Based Credit System (CBCS).   It is an
instructional package developed to suit the needs of students to keep pace with the developments in higher
education and the quality assurance expected of it in the light of liberalization and globalization in higher education.

The term �Credit� refers to the weightage given to a course, usually in relation to the instructional hours
assigned to it. However, in no instance the credits of a course can be greater than the hours allotted to it. Each
Course is designed variously under lectures / tutorials / laboratory or field work / seminar / practical training /
Assignments / Report writing etc., to meet effective teaching and learning needs.

5. Courses in Programmes

Under Graduate Programmes

The UG programme consists of a number Courses. The term �Course� is applied to indicate a logical part
of the subject matter of the programme and is invariably equivalent to the subject matter of a �paper� in the
conventional sense. The following are the various categories of Courses offered for the UG programmes: Tamil
Language Course, English Language Courses, Core Courses, Allied Courses, Major Based Elective Courses,
and Non-Major Courses.

The Language Tamil Courses and Language English Courses are 4 each in number and the LTC and LEC
are meant to develop the students� communicative skill at the UG level. Core Courses are the basic courses
compulsorily required for each of the programme of study. These will be related to the subject of the programme
in which the candidate gets the degree. The number of Core Courses shall be 13. Allied Courses cover two
disciplines that are generally related to the main subject of the programme. There shall be 6 Allied Courses. Three
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Major Based Electives are the courses based on the Core Subjects. Under Part IV, Environmental Studies, Value
Education, Skill Based Electives and Non-Major Electives are taught.

PART-I: Language Course (LC)

An undergraduate student must take Tamil / Urdu / Hindi / Arabic / French as first language. He must
earn 12 credits (three credits per semester in the first four semesters) from first language. Part I carries 400
marks in the first 4 semesters.

PART-II: Language English Course (LEC)

All the UG students shall go through this programme for the first four semesters. A student must earn 12
credits (three credits per semester in the first four semesters). Part II carries 400 marks in the first 4 semesters.

PART III: Allied Courses (AC)

Besides Core Courses an undergraduate student must study Allied Courses which may help him to
understand his Core Courses well. The students will study 6 papers with 20 total credits carrying 600 marks.

PART III: Core Courses (CC)

There are 13 Core Courses, which are considered essential for each major subject. The Core Courses
carry 60 total credits with 1300 marks.

PART III: Major Based Electives (MEC)

There are Three Major Based Elective papers. The Elective papers carry 15 total credits with 300
marks.
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PART IV : Non Major Courses

This includes the course on Environmental Studies, Value Education, Skill Based Electives and Non
Major Electives. Under non major electives, the non Tamil students who have studied languages like Arabic /
Urdu / Hindi / French under part I will learn Basic Tamil offered by Tamil Department. Those students who have
learnt Tami upto XII stranded and studied other language like Arabic / Urdu / French / Hindi will learn Advanced
Tamil offered by Tamil Department. The other departments will offer these electives on fundamentals to students
of other departments. Under Skill Based Electives, the students can also acquire other skills outside the College
and earn extra credit.

PART V : Extension Activities

a) The Extension Activities include activities of the NSS, NCC, USSC, Youth Red Cross, Fine Arts,
Leo Club, Rotaract Club, Consumer Club, AntiDowry Association  and Sports. All the students have
to involve themselves in any one of the extension services for first four semesters. This will carry 1
credit for all the four semesters carrying Grades.

Grades will be awarded on the basis of participation, performance and behaviour. Grades shall be
entered in the Mark Statement during IV semester as given below:

6. Examinations

i. There shall be examinations at the end of each semester, for Odd semesters in the month of October /
November; for Even semesters in April / May.

ii. A candidate who does not pass the examination in any course(s) may be permitted to appear in such
failed course (s) in the subsequent examinations to be held in October / November or April / May.
However candidates who have arrears in Practicals shall be permitted to take their Arrear Practical
examination only along with Regular Practical examination in the respective semester.

iii. A candidate should get registered for the first semester examination. If registration is not possible owing
to shortage of attendance beyond condonation limit / regulation prescribed OR belated joining OR on
medical grounds, the candidates are permitted to move to the next semester. Such candidates shall re-do
the missed semester after the completion of the course.

iv. PG students shall be required to take up a Project Work; submit Project Report during the second year.
The Head of the Department shall assign the Guide who in turn will suggest the Project Work to the
student. Two typed copies of the Project Report shall be submitted to the Department on or before the
date fixed by College out of which one copy will be forwarded to the Controller of Examinations.

v. For the Project Report, the maximum marks will be 75 per cent and for the Viva-Voce it is 25 per cent
(If in some programmes, if the project is equivalent to more than one course, the project marks would
be in proportion to the number of equivalent courses).

vi.  Each candidate shall be required to appear for Viva-Voce Examination (in defence of the Project only).

7. Condonation

Students must have 75% of attendance in each course to appear for the examination. Students who have
74% to 65% of attendance shall apply for condonation in the prescribed form with the prescribed fee. Students
who have 64% to 60% of attendance shall apply for condonation in prescribed form with the prescribed fee
along with the Medical Certificate.

Students who have below 60% of attendance are not eligible to appear for the examination. They shall
re-do the semester(s) after completion of the programme.

9. Evaluation

The performance of a student in each course is evaluated in terms of percentage of marks with a provision
for conversion to grade points. Evaluation for each course shall be done by a continuous internal assessment by
the course teacher concerned as well as by an end semester examination and will be consolidated at the end of
the course.  The components for continuous internal assessment are:

Attendance is not taken as a component for continuous assessment, even though the students should put
in a minimum of 75% attendance in each course.  In addition to continuous evaluation component, the end
semester examination, which will be a written-type examination of at least 3 hours duration, would form an
integral component of the evaluation.  The ratio of marks to be allotted to continuous internal assessment and to
end semester examination is 25: 75. The evaluation of laboratory component, wherever applicable, will also be
based on continuous internal assessment as 40:60 and on an end-semester practical examination.

If any course has the maximum marks of 60 then 45 will be for external examination and 15 for the
continuous internal assessment marks. The components of CIA in that case will be

The procedures for the conduct of the Semester Examination and valuation will be evolved by the office
of the Controller of Examinations in consultation with the Examination Committee.

Classes will be awarded separately for Part I, Part II and Part III. Marks alone will be awarded for Part
IV like Environmental Studies, Value Education, Skill Based Electives and Non Major Electives. Grades will be
awarded for Part V.

Additional skills and credits earned outside the College are shown separately in the Grade
sheet.

10. Passing Minimum

In UG course, the passing minimum for CIA shall be 40% out of 25 marks (10 marks). The passing
minimum for End semester Exam shall be 40% out of 75 marks (30 marks). In PG course, a candidate shall be
declared to have passed in each course if he/she secures not less than 40% marks in the End Semester Examinations
and 40% marks in the Internal Assessment and not less than 50% in the aggregate, taking Continuous assessment
and End Semester Examinations marks together.

The passing minimum for internal assessment is 6 i.e. 40% of 15 and for external examination is 18 i.e.
40% of 45.

A candidate shall be declared to have passed in the Project work if he/she gets not less than 40% in each
of the Project Report and Viva/Voce but not less than 50% in the aggregate of both the marks for Project Report
and Viva-Voce.
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A candidate who gets less than 40% in the Project Report must resubmit the Project Report. Such
candidates need to take again the Viva-Voce on the resubmitted Project.

11. Improvements in Internal assessment marks

1. Students who were absent in CIA test / assignment are permitted to write the test/Assignment before
finalizing the CIA marks during the semester by paying a fee of Rs. 50/- per paper.

2. Students who were absent in the CIA test /assignment and who have not availed the above provision
are permitted to improve the CIA marks by writing test/submitting the assignment within 20 days
from the publication of CIA marks, by paying a fee of Rs. 100/- per paper.

3. Students who have failed in the subject due to low marks in internal assessment are permitted to
improve their internal marks in the subsequent semesters (two chances would be given) by writing
two assignments and two tests by paying a fee of Rs. 150/- per paper.

4. In case of PG students, those who have secured the pass mark in the End Semester Examination ie,
30 marks but failed to secure aggregate minimum pass mark (50) are permitted to improve their
internal assessment mark in the following semesters and /or by writing End Semester Exam.  For
improving the internal assessment the fees will be Rs. 200/- per paper [For writing two tests & two
assignments]. Two chances alone will be given for improving internal assessment marks.

12. Revaluation

There is provision for re-valuation, re-totalling and transparency (Xerox) of answer scripts for UG and
re-totalling for PG on par with UG. The fee will be collected as per the University norms.

13. Improving marks in passed papers

There is provision to permit passed students who are willing to improve their marks by appearing End
Semester Examinations in the immediate subsequent End Semester Examination only, provided the student is
without arrears till that semester. Usual fees per paper will be collected. While filling the Examination application
form, student should specify the improvement separately. Only one chance per paper will be given.

14. Supplementary Examination

Supplementary examinations are conducted for the outgoing students during final semester within 15 days
of declaration of results for those students who have arrears in maximum two papers of the final semester only.
The fee will be collected as per the University norms.

15. Ranking:  End semester Examination

1. Five Rank Certificates will be issued for every Programme

2. The Bharathidasan University conducts University Rank Examination (URE) for the toppers in every
subject. First Rankers of all Autonomous colleges and the top 20 rank holders of the non-autonomous
colleges (having passed their examinations in the first appearance within the prescribed duration of
the programme; absence from an exam shall not be taken as an attempt) are required to take two
examinations.

3. The questions papers of the examinations comprise of objective type questions covering the Core
Courses in each of the Programmes generally followed by both autonomous / non-autonomous streams.

4. The top scorers in this University Rank Examination would be declared as University Rank Holders,
irrespective of their grades in their respective End Semester Examinations.
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16. Revision of Regulations and Curriculum

The College may from time to time revise, amend and change the regulations and the curriculum, if found
necessary.

17. Grading

Once the marks of the CIA and Semester Examinations for each course are available, they will be added.
The marks thus obtained will then be graded.

From the second semester onwards the total performance within a semester and continuous performance
starting from the first semester are indicated by Grade Point Average (GPA) and Cumulative Grade Point Average
(CGPA).
